Dear friends and family,

First of all we wanted to thank you again for all of your support. Ben and I have just returned from our staff orientation in Memphis. It was amazing to sit through all of the sessions and just be able to rest in the knowledge that we are exactly where we are supposed to be. 

Our training lasted for a very intense two weeks. The first week all of the training focused on adjusting to life overseas; while the second week focused on elements of teaching overseas. The most important discussion we had, dealt with being a Christian school. During this talk, we learned a little bit about what it means to be a Christian school, but more importantly we were reminded that our sole purpose for going overseas was to spread the gospel to kids who wouldn’t normally attend church. 

One of the most interesting activities in which we participated, was a simulation where we pretended that we were in a country where a coup had taken place. We were put in teams and asked to make an evacuation plan. This activity particularity hit home to those who are leaving for Afghanistan or other Middle Eastern Countries.  

Now more than ever, Ben and I are aware of the incredible responsibility we have as teachers overseas; as well as, the need for consistent prayer. Please pray that:
